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God has given you a gift, a charism. A charism isn't something you earn. 
It's a gift entrusted to you for the sake of the whole community, includ-
ing your church. The only question is whether you will put it at the 
service of the community or not. Pray that you will grow in your 
understanding of stewardship of your talents and abilities.
