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“Brother Wolf” 

 

    One of the best known stories about the life of Saint Francis of 
Assisi, is that of the “Brother Wolf”.   It is told that in the city of 
Gubbio a hungry wolf was ravishing the animals and the people.  
The villagers complained to Saint Francis, and he went looking 
for the wolf.  Saint Francis met up with the wolf and offered him 
peace by making a pact with him by pledging that the villagers 
would feed him if he would stop attacking the people, and the 
wolf accepted.   It is told that the “Brother Wolf” was present at 
the prayers with the friars and it lived as a meek house dog. 
 

    Behind this story (which I will address again next week) there 
is a lesson.   It invites us to discover the “wants” that we have.  It 
is not of food but of something deeper.  These “wants” often 
makes us act as wolves.  But the Lord can satisfy these “wants”; 
He is the only one that can. 
 

    Knowing our “wants” we can then discover the nourishment 
needed, since too often we keep looking until we tire and nothing 
ever satisfies us.   Brothers and sisters, we have to accept that 
only God can satisfy us.  This is the crisis of our time: we have 
everything, but we continue being hungry wolves.
