The day of the resurrection of Jesus, two of Jesus’ 
disciples were going to a village called Emmaus. They were 
conversing about things that had occurred. Jesus himself drew near 
and walked with them but their eyes were prevented from 
recognizing him. He asked them, “What are you discussing? They 
stopped, and replied, “Are you the only visitor to Jerusalem who 
does not know of the things that have taken place there over the 
last few  days?” and he replied to them, “ What happened?” 
 Jesus knew perfectly well what had happened during those 
days.  It was his Pascal sacrifice for our salvation. His question was 
to help his disciples know and understand the mysterious meaning 
behind the event, to see the presence of God in the events and to 
help them change their lives according to what had happened. 
Their challenge was to put into practice the Pascal sacrifice of 
Jesus, not just talk about. 

All of us know the events that have taken place in Fort 
Hood and as these two disciples, we have been conversing about 
the tragic events that took place. As Jesus asked his disciples, we 
now have to ask ourselves, “What happened?” In other words, we 
need to know and understand the mysterious meaning of the 
lamentable event and see the presence of God in it. You may be 
asking yourself, the presence of God in that tragedy? How? What a 
big question, isn’t it? But answer it. The disciples were conversing, 
just as we are, about recent events.  Now, it is time for us to put  
the Gospel into practice and change something in our lives. What 
happened in Fort Hood does not just affect the community over 
there, it also affects us in our everyday lives.
