For me, what is important is that Mary of Nazareth was a mother,
the mother. A mother is a woman who receives life — Mary received life
from the Holy Spirit; a woman receives life from a man- and she herself
gives life, and as a result, new life is born. And it is not just physical life,
but human and spiritual life. Through Mary, Jesus became a man, but we
also can say that Jesus’ character, spirituality, and personality are from
Mary; in other words, Mary formed Jesus’ personality, as we know him. It
was of course with the help of the Holy Spirit and Jesus being the Son of
God.

Mary was able to do that because she was a believer. I would like
to tell you that at Jesus’ time to believe meant an action, not just an
affirmation. Suppose that we have the opportunity to ask to one of the
apostles or the disciples, do you believe in God? Their answer would not
be “yes” or “no”, it would be, *“ what do you want me to do for the Lord?”

Mary demonstrated her faith when she said to angel Gabriel,
“Behold, I am the handmaid of the Lord. May it be done to me according
to your word”. Mary became a mother when she received life from the
Lord and when she gave of herself to serve the Lord. In doing this, she
gave life to Jesus and to the whole world. ~ Brothers and Sisters open
your heart to receive life from the Lord and give life serving your
community. ~Friar Francisco Munoz— Villegas O.F.M. Conv.
